Sex Offense Convictions Requiring Registration

According to state and national law, people convicted of certain sex offenses must register with the Virginia State Police, which maintains the Virginia Sex Offender Registry.  The Sex Offender Registry is implemented in accordance with the Code of Virginia, §9.1-900 through §9.1-920.  

Individuals who are in one of these categories on or after July 1, 1994 must register:

· Convicted of one or more of the offenses listed below

· Incarcerated or under community supervision (probation or parole) resulting from a conviction of one or more of the offenses listed below

· Any person required to register in any other state’s sex offender registry

The registry contains the following information:

· The offender’s name and any aliases that he or she has used or under which he or she may have been known

· Fingerprints

· Address

· Information on the conviction for which he or she was required to register

· A recent photograph

· Date of birth

· Social security number

Failure to comply with this law results in a Class One Misdemeanor (up to 1 year imprisonment and/or fine up to $2,500) for Sex Offenders or a Class Six Felony (up to 5 years imprisonment and/or fine up to $2,500) for Violent Sex Offenders.

As required by Megan’s Law, Virginia makes information on registered sex offenders available to the public based on specific criteria, outlined in §9.1-912 of the Code of Virginia.  

The registry is broken down into two categories, offenses for which registration is required and sexually violent offenses
Offenses for which registration is required

· Offenders in this category are required to reregister every year, and are removed from the registry after 10 years of non-offending, except if moved to the Sexually Violent Offenses category.  

· Offenders in this category are not listed on the Internet unless moved to the Sexually Violent Offense category

· To request to be notified about offenders in this registry, complete Form S.P. 285 (receive copy by phone at (804) 674-2024 or by Internet at www.vsp.state.va.us).  To obtain a search of the registry, use Form S.P. 266

Sexually Violent Offenses

· Offenders who commit sexually violent offenses are required to reregister every 90 days for life, and reregister within 10 days of moving.  After 3 years they may petition to reregister annually for life.

� On July 1, 2005 the registry became known as the “Sex Offender and Crimes Against Minors Registry” and was expanded to include such offenses as murder and abduction of minors.  This fact sheet focuses specifically on sexually based offenses, and does not include other offenses against minors that may require registration.
